Dear parents / carers,

The Government has decided that, from this September, schools are no longer permitted to use the Government’s ‘Letters and Sounds’ reading scheme. 

As such, Oakwood Infant and Nursery school will now be using the ‘Little Wandle Letters and Sounds Revised’ programme.

The children are still being taught to read through phonics, which is learning each sound that a written letter makes and putting those sounds together to read a word.

The order the sounds are taught in remains mostly the same and your child will still bring home a school reading book to read at home.

A few changes are:

· The order in which tricky words are taught;

· The children will have group reading sessions up to 3 times a week. This means they will read the same book as the other children in their group, with an adult teaching them to decode the words so they can read with increasing fluency and understanding. The children will not bring these group books home as they are needed in school, but they will bring home a book closely matched to their phonic reading level.

There will be a parent’s meeting in school to discuss these changes on Tuesday 8th November at 9:00.
