Information about your remote education 

This information should support pupils, parents and carers to understand what is expected during periods of school closure or pupil isolation relating to coronavirus (COVID-19). 

Remote education provision: information for parents 

This information is intended to provide clarity and transparency to pupils and parents or carers about what to expect from remote education where national or local restrictions require entire cohorts (or bubbles) to remain at home.

The remote curriculum: what is taught to pupils at home

A pupil’s first day or two of being educated remotely might look different from our standard approach, while we take all necessary actions to prepare for a longer period of remote teaching.

What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?

Teachers within each phase provide weekly work packs, both virtually and as a hard copies, which cover all aspects of the curriculum. These learning packs are based on the EYFS framework or on National Curriculum expectations. Each pack is differentiated and planned to provide each pupil with challenge. We teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible and appropriate. However, we have needed to make some adaptations in some subjects. For example, work that would be produced as a result of the ‘Toy Workshop visit’.
Remote teaching and study time each day

How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?

We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:

Accessing remote education

How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?

We are using Oak Academy as our virtual learning platform. This learning platform is accessed via our school website;

This learning platform provides video tutorials, PowerPoints, word documents and tasks to be completed, with all resources collated into year groups. Please ensure you select your child’s specific year group.

If you do not have access to our virtual platform, resource packs are available via the school office. Please call 01255 421168 or email admin@oakwood.essex.sch.uk  to arrange for a pack to be made available to be picked up. In the minority of cases, where pupils are isolating, learning packs will be posted to you.
Reading during Lockdown

Reading is an essential skill for the children to continue to develop. Comprehension and reading resources are provided both on the school’s learning platform and within the learning packs sent home. Please ensure your child reads a minimum of once a day.
Marking and feedback
Completed work packs will be used as a source of evidence for your child’s final assessment outcome. We encourage parents to return completed work packs to the school for marking and feedback. Parents are welcome to hold on to the child’s completed work packs and return them when the children return from lockdown.
Work completed can also be emailed to admin@oakwood.essex.sch.uk and it will be passed on to your child’s class teacher for marking and feedback.
· Maximise all opportunities to provide marking, feedback and support are in place via phone calls home, emails and hardcopy marking and feedback
How will my child be taught remotely?
Your child will be taught throughout the day and will need to take regular breaks to ensure they do not become disengaged. Some of the tasks will require you to explain concepts to your child and support them in completing activities. If you support your child with an activity please record the letter ‘S’ on their page and if the work was unsupported please record the letter ‘I’ to indicate the work was completed independently.
Tips for supporting your child’s 

1. Be patient and supportive

2. Take regular breaks and do a physical activity 

3. Try and make the learning fun and interesting
4. Use praise, but don’t over use it
5. Making a mistake is fine, as we learn from mistakes

6. Ask questions to develop understanding
7. Encourage your child to explain their thinking and what they have learnt

8. Encourage your child to check their work for errors and to make improvements

If you are concerned with your child’s understanding, ability to complete the work, level of challenge or concentration, please contact the school office on 01255 421168 or email admin@oakwood.essex.sch.uk and your child’s class teacher will provide you with support.
How will you assess my child’s work and progress?

During the weekly phone calls home, teachers will provide feedback on work received. These phone calls will also provide an opportunity to discuss all aspects of your child’s learning and progress. Parents are encouraged to collate questions or queries to pose during these calls.
If parents would like to have additional feedback to these calls they are encouraged to contact the school office and this will be arranged with the class teacher.
Additional support for pupils with particular needs

If your child has additional needs and requires additional support with their remote learning, please contact the school office and the school’s Special Educational Needs Manager will be in contact to support you.
